The NCP official accused SPLM of obstructing pro-NCP voters from registering their names in registration centers in the South. Shaila informed that SPLM authorities in Central Equatoria expelled the chairman of the committee responsible for voter registration and "threatened to kill" the chairwoman of the Women's Union in Lakes State. Chairman of the Sudanese Political Parties' Affairs Council Bushara Dosa has requested that the Council be included as an observer of the elections process in order to ensure fair and transparent elections.
