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NCP denounces SPLM resorting to IGAD

-The National Congress Party (NCP) denounced  recent statements by Sudan People's Liberation Movement (SPLM) claiming that SPLM would resort to international mediators and the Intergovernmental Authority on Development (IGAD) member states to guarantee implementation of the Comprehensive Peace Agreement (CPA). (Sudan Vision)
-Secretary of NCP's political bureau Ibrahim Ghandoor denied SPLM remarks stating that the dialogue between NCP and SPLM had reached "a dead-end." Ghandoor confirmed that dialogue was ongoing and would be resumed in the coming two two days, "unless otherwise officially specified by the tripartite mechanism." (Al-Raed)

NCP accuses Kiir of inciting Misseriya

NCP member and head of Sudan's delegation at the Permanent Court of Arbitration (PCA) in The Hague, Al-Dirdiri Mohamed Ahmed, accused Sudanese Vice President Salva Kiir Mayardit of inciting Misseriya tribes to revolt against the Abyei border demarcation decision by the PCA. "Rise up and fight for your rights, as did the people of the south, and those of Darfur and the East," said Kiir.  The alleged statements were made during a meeting in Juba between Kiir and a delegation from the Misseriya tribes. Other press reports quote Kiir as accusing the ruling NCP party of deploying armed government troops in the Abyei area who are obstructing the work of the Abyei border demarcation process.  Al-Mahdi  nominated as presidential candidate
Sudantribune.com published a report by Kuwait News Agency (KUNA) stating that a coalition of Sudanese opposition parties, including the SPLM, have nominated Umma Party Leader Al-Sadiq Al-Mahdi as their candidate for Sudan's upcoming presidential elections. KUNA quotes unnamed opposition party members as saying that an agreement had been reached on Al-Mahdi's selection to run against Sudanese President Omer Al-Bashir for the presidency. An article in Al-Akhbar, however, denies KUNA's report. Secretary General of the opposition coalition Abdelqaioom Awad told reporters that "nobody has been nominated by the coalition nor have the opposition parties made a decision."  

NEC Chairman confirms elections as scheduled 

Chairman of the National Elections Commission (NEC) Abel Alier told reporters in Al-Fasher that the elections would be held as scheduled. Alier urged all citizens to register to vote for the upcoming elections. Alier is currently on a tour in North Darfur to assess the voter registration process at the internally displaced persons (IDP) camps. (Sudan Official News Agency, Al Raed)

Court accepts SPLM-DC lawsuit against SPLM 

Chairman of the splinter SPLM-DC (Sudan People's Liberation Movement-Democratic Change) Lam Akol stated that the constitutional court has accepted a lawsuit filed by his party against the SPLM. SPLM had recently banned SPLM-DC political activities in South Sudan. Akol has asked the constitutional court to annul Government of Southern Sudan-based SPLM decision to order the state governors in south Sudan not to cooperate with SPLM-DC." (Sudan Vision)
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
