The United States
deplores this infringement of the press in Sudan, and is deeply concerned
about the aggression taken against these newspapers. We call upon the
Government of National Unity to end its practice of media censorship. The
United States firmly believes that a free press is a cornerstone of democracy
and an integral part of lasting peace throughout Sudan.
