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Our talks centered mainly on the Comprehensive Peace Agreement and full implementation. It
IS our position that we will support the referendum, that we will support the CPA, and that we
will push very hard to make sure that it is fully implemented. We want to see elections carried
out, elections that are credible. We also believe that we have to start right now to pass the laws
that are required so that we can get a referendum so that the will of the people is demonstrated
in a way that is credible and a way that can be accepted by all sides of the international
community. | pledged our support for the elections, for the referendum, and to help in any way
possible to resolve the remaining issues — whether they be the census, whether it be the border
demarcation, whether it be issues in terms of sharing wealth in a way that is equitable and fair.
