The U.S. strongly condemns the hijacking to Libya of a commercial airplane bound from

Nyala, Darfur to Khartoum. This brazen hijacking is not only a clear violation of

international law, but also further threatens peace and stability in Darfur and the region.

We are pleased that passengers and crew on board the flight were released, and that these
two hijackers are now in custody.

The United States appreciates the role of Sudanese and Libyan authorities who worked
together to secure the release of the passengers and crew and resolved this situation

without injuries to anyone on board.

We call on both governments to conduct a thorough investigation into this incident.
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
