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Terrorist threats against UN and US interests  

- A group of masked men visited Al-Watan 
independent daily claiming that they are responsible 
for sending terrorist threats to both the UN and the 
U.S. diplomatic missions in Khartoum.  The group 
stated that they are being pursued by the authorities 
and are working underground in Darfur and other 
regions to “combat foreign intervention in Sudan.”  
The group indicated that its funding derives from 
contributions, and its arms are easily attained via a 
neighboring county.  While the group said it has no 
link to Al-Qaida, it shares the same aims.  (Al-
Watan) 

SPLM Northern Sector Congress   

- The Sudan People’s Liberation Movement 
(SPLM) Northern Sector Congress concluded 
yesterday by stressing that secession of the South 
will inevitably lead to an end of the Sudanese state.  
Furthermore, SPLM Secretary General Pagan 
Amum stated that the SPLA is prepared for a 
possible military threat coming from the North, 
which aims to weaken, and possibly reinvade, the 
South.  The Congress also discussed means to 
combat corruption in the South. (Al-Rai Al-Aam, 
AlSahafa, et al) 

Darfur 

- U.S.  Assistant Secretary of Defense for African 
Affairs, Theresa Whelan, stated that the United 
States is pressing for progress on the Darfur crisis, 
but is focusing on diplomacy.  "We are not 
considering doing something militarily.  I guess, in 
a case like Sudan, there are always things that are 
being considered.  But I think the focus of the 
Special Envoy [Andrew] Natsios’ efforts right now 
is on getting the parties back to the table," she said.
